She had pyo-
metra which is an infection in
her uterus from not being
spayed. The pyometra pushed
her into a diabetic state which
compromised her health.

She was admitted to the hos-
pital and after five days of
touch and go, she pulled
through like a little trouper and
has been the joy of everyone
she has touched. Because the
diabetes gave her cataracts,
we had surgery done on one
eye and she can see again!

We are still raising money to

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NJ Aid for Animals
announces Camden
County Office of
Emergency
Management and
American Humane
partnership

We are pleased to announce a
major animal welfare milestone
achieved last summer thanks to
the efforts of NJAFA and local
government. The Camden
County Board of Chosen Free-
holders signed a formal resolu-
tion that forges a first-ever part-
nership between Camden
Countyds Office
Management (OEM) and the
American Humane (AH) to en-
sure the safety, rescue and
care of animals in the event of
a natural disaster or emergency
situation.

This partnership is a win-win for
local residents and their pets as
well as rescue personnel and
agencies that provide disaster
services. The idea was con-
ceived by Karen Ash, an Advi-
sory Board member. She asked
the Denver, Colorado-based
AH to send its mobile disaster
animal unit, a fully equipped 82
-foot van customized to help
animals in disasters equipped
with living accommodations,
ready to eat meals for up to 12
volunteers, a command center
with satellite dish, a full sur-
gery center and rescue and
assistance equipment for flood
situations, to Camden City in
March.

Four Counts of
Animal Abuse for

It was a happy day for NJAFA
when Robert McCann was con-
victed of four counts of animal
cruelty after a municipal court
judge found he had failed to
provide sufficient shelter for his
dog after she delivered a litter
of fifteen puppies while chained
to her doghouse on February 7,
2007 one of the coldest days of
the year.

McCann admitted he did not
attempt to bring the dogs inside
his house. Kathy McGuire,
working on an anonymous tip
contacted Mr. McCann and of-
fered to give him $350 for the
puppies and to

take the mother > -

until they were
weaned. All but
five of the pup-
pies died (pictured above) of
complications of hypothermia.

case including having a vet tes-
tify for the NJSPCA .

As of this writing, Mr. McCann
has not yet served any of his 100
hours of community service or
repaid the vet who provided
emergency services to the pup-
pies as he was ordered to do.

He has appealed his case to
the Supreme Court but it has

been denied. NJAFA is following

this case and will be diligent on
calling every authority we need
to ensure Coco and her puppies
that did not survive get their due.
